On April 22, 1997 at 1 p.m. a hearing was held, Yavapai Superior Court, Division 5, Judge William T. Kiger presiding.





Present were Walter J. Burien, Jr., Robin Jill Arrowwood, Charley Lewis and Prescott Police Officer Thomas Alibrando - Badge No. 161.





Within the course of testimony from Charley Lewis, under oath and as witnessed by Officer Alibrando, Mr. Lewis stated that Robin Arrowwood was actively soliciting persons to have me killed.   Mr. Lewis was approached by Ms. Arrowwood as well as Mr. Lewis confirming that several other persons that he knew had informed him that Ms. Arrowwood had approached them with the same solicitation to have me killed.





I wish at this time, with this discovery being established that  Ms. Arrowwood was actively soliciting to have me killed, and that on four occasions documented threats or attempts were made: 





1.  D.R. case # 95-20890 - telephone recorded death threat made against Walter Burien- 11/24/95 made by, as known to myself from being familiar with the voice on the recording, a Rick Thompkins, the brother in-law of Ms. Arrowwood.


2. D.R. case # 96-11347 - evident and suspected “hit” on Walter Burien the night of 7/17/96 by an unknown individual driving a pickup truck bearing the Arizona license plate of 8585-AE 


3. D.R. case #96-18647 - a suspected and thwarted armed “hit” the morning of 12/04/96 by an individual named Peter Stanley driving a vehicle bearing the Arizona license plate of NBP-360


4. Reported to Detective Cahal by Walter Burien on 3/25/97, unknown if case # assigned, that at 4 a.m. on that morning an individual who has come to be known to me as being a Mike Polowski, a friend of Ms. Arrowwood and as confirmed through testimony within the hearing of 4/22/97 to be an abuser of meth amphetamines with Ms. Arrowwood.   Mr. Polowski pulled into the trailer park were I live, parked and approached my residence. My dog began to bark and Mr. Polowski quickly returned to his vehicle and left the trailer park. The intent of Mr. Polowski for approaching my residence at 4 a.m. can only be viewed as criminal intent.





that immediate charges be brought against Robin Jill Arrowwood for solicitation to commit murder and request that the Prescott Police charge and arrest Ms. Arrowwood for her, as establish through sworn testimony, criminal activities.     When testimony was given to this fact of her solicitations, she never denied her involvement.





Additionally it is most probable that Ms. Arrowwood is directly responsible for having the criminal damages inflicted on my vehicle D.R. case # 95-13362, D.R. 95-22412 and D.R. # 96-17891
