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Dear Mr. French:





This correspondence is in regard to a Ms. Robin Jill Arrowwood SS#526-15-6019 who resides at 554 Campbell St., Prescott, AZ   and her usage and sale of an illegally manufactured narcotic, Meth Amphetamine in violation of A.R.S. 13-3401.  Additionally as to Robin Jill Arrowwood's violation of A.R.S.13-301 et.seq. as show within enclosure to this correspondence.


Robin Jill Arrowwood who's maiden name was (Gardner) also has a criminal record for having committed armed robbery in the Phoenix area in 1984 of which she served 2 and a 1/2 years in prison for after conviction.   At the age of 18, after living in the desert outside of Cave Creek were her and her husband were chronic drug abusers,  her first husband (last name unknown to myself) of less than one year blew his brains out one day under the influence of narcotics including Meth Amphetamines.  Robin  then moved to San Francisco, CA for several years were she continued her active Meth Amphetamine use.


It came to my attention that Robin Jill Arrowwood used Meth Amphetamines the night when I first met her on November 3, 1994 through her statement to me that night that she was and had taken the drug that day.    When I responded to her that Meth Amphetamines were on my "shit list" she responded with that she rarely did the drug since she moved to Prescott six years ago and that 10 years ago she was a heavy user and cohabited with several major dealers from the Phoenix area who were moving several hundred thousand of dollars in Meth Amphetamine and at that time that is what led to her involvement with the armed robbery charge and conviction.  I gave her the benefit of doubt and believed what I was told.  In January of 1995 she ended up in the hospital one night for six hours and told me it was due to a severe case of the flu and I believed her.  Four days later her eight year old daughter called me at 10PM saying that her mom was real sick, and if I could come over right away, I responded that I would be right over.  When I got there a fire truck and police car were pulling up to the house, the daughter had also called 911 for help.  At that time Robin Jill Arrowwood informed me and the 4 or 5 individuals from the  rescue squad that she was shooting intravenously   Meth Amphetamine.   She did not want them to take her to the hospital but instead asked if I would take her there. I at that point carried her to my vehicle and transported her to Yavapai Medical Center. She was unable to walk and upon admittance to the hospital at 10:45PM had a blood pressure reading of I think, 30 over 40.  Her doctor (Dr. Sandean) informed me that she was a regular for Overdosing on Meth Amphetamine and it would probably kill her in the future if not that night if she continued to use the drug.


Ms. Arrowwood works at Moores Laundry with a girl friend, Sherry, from Chino Valley. It has come to my attention that the laundry may be a distribution point for Meth Amphetamine by Ms. Arrowwood and her girl friend. Additionally over the last 3 months from my inquiry's to users of the drug as to the extent of Robin Arrowwood's involvement with Meth Amphetamine, on all occasions the response was that she has been and is dealing Meth Amphetamine since she moved to Prescott.


With the actions that child protective services have taken in regard to Ms. Arrowwood she has made great improvements on the surface as towards cleaning up her house and life, but I am still getting conformation from users of the drug that she continues to deal actively but discreetly.


She has been regularly attending narcotics anonymous meetings and seeking counseling in regard to Meth Amphetamine use. This was brought on by child protective services intervention.  It has become obvious to me that Ms. Arrowwood is more concerned with putting up a good image to alleviate her liability,    rather than to have the effect of her taking responsibility to stop  the consequences and intent of her criminal  actions in regard to use and sale of the illegally manufactured narcotic, Meth Amphetamine in violation of A.R.S. 13-3401.


Please let me know within three days if your office will pursue prosecution of charges against Ms. Arrowwood in regard to her violation of A.R.S. 13-3401 and A.R.S. 13-301.


Please except this letter and enclosure as evidence and as a statement of fact in regard to the issues contained therein.
