Mr. Markham, Please attend or have a representative from your office attend the following hearing scheduled, Div.5, on the below date. Mr. Lewis will be called some time after 10 a.m. Upon testimony given under oath of what is shown herein, I request that the County Attorney’s Office pursue charges against Robin Arrowwood. Several other independent sources are available to confirm the same as Mr. Lewis testimony.








WITNESS FOR HEARING-JANUARY 8th, 1998-Charles Lewis, of Chino Valley, Arizona is a Trained EMT, Ex-Fireman and ran the first Ambulance Service in Chino Valley (Qualified as an expert witness as acknowledged by the court on April 22, 1997) Was introduced to Robin Jill Arrowwood for lodging considerations by Sherri Morrison a then friend of his and Robin Jill Arrowwood, of Chino Valley. Mrs. Morrison was Robin Jill Arrowwood’s best friend of six years who worked with Robin Jill Arrowwood at Moore’s Laundry of Prescott. Robin Jill Arrowwood lived with Mr. Lewis in his house for 5 Months after being introduced by Ms. Morrison. I had my first conversation with Mr. Lewis 4 Months after Robin Jill Arrowwood was living with him. Mr. Lewis called me, to inform me, that my child was being severally abused at the hands of Robin Jill Arrowwood.  Mr. Lewis shortly thereafter called the CPS 888 SOS-CHILD hotline and made a report of the abuse.





Robin Jill Arrowwood, hereinafter RJA





Mr. Lewis can testify as to the following:





That RJA drug my daughter around screaming by the arm on several occasions, through the air and across the room where he could hear the child’s joint pop and her arm could have been easily broken.





That he witnessed RJA actively doing drugs and on occasion she blew smoke in my daughter’s face, a baby,  getting her high.





That RJA arrogantly bragged about how she hid her Drugs on her older daughter and the baby to keep the drugs from being found on herself in the event she was to be searched by law enforcement officials.





That RJA fed my daughter from moldy bottles and a diet of food that was poor and that he out of concern for my daughter fed her when he could.





That RJA terrorized her children by screaming at them and on one occasion said screaming at both daughters that they were the cause of all her problems and that she wished they were never born.





That RJA would take her daughters out at night when they were sick with 101-3 fevers so that she could party.


That RJA kept a loaded 38 caliber pistol lying around on counters in the house where the children had easy access to it as well as carrying it in her purse when she went out driving.





That RJA would have a male date over all night long in the small bedroom, with one bed, that she shared with her two daughters and speed was being smoked on occasion in the room with the children being exposed to the drug.

That RJA solicited him to have Walter Burien killed as well as soliciting several of his friends to have me killed.





That when he called the central intake CPS hotline to report RJA’s abuse of her children that the hotline representative from CPS said and promissed that Max Bell the supervisor from the Prescott office of CPS would immediately call him right back to take a full interview. Mr. Lewis and his other room-mates and neighbors who witnessed RJA’s abuse of her children were standing by for Mr. Bell’s call,  Mr. Bell nor any representative from the Prescott office of CPS contacted him for a interview at that time or to date.





That approximately three days after RJA found out that he had talked to CPS, RJA filed a false assault charges against him in retaliation, of which after months of delays by the Chino Valley Court towards not hearing the case after three continuations by the court, he pleaded no-contest, without benefit of council, contingent on the Chino Valley Judge signing off that Mr. Lewis maintained his Personal innocence and was innocent. The Judge did so.  Additionally Mr. Lewis received death threats not to go to court and testify against RJA Yavapai Case No.95-0538 , was severally harassed and had his dogs poisoned shortly after going to court on April 22nd, 1997 before Judge Kiger.





That on April 22nd, 1997 in front of Judge Kiger,  several of the points as mentioned above were testified to under oath by him with no action, change of custody or intervention being taken on the part of the court.(Points #1,4,5,6,8,9,10 and 11/partial)
