COMES NOW, Private judicial Power Arizona Citizen Walter J. Burien, Jr., a New  Jersey natural born white adult man as one of the Citizens of the several states of the Union, hereby makes a special appearance, in Propria Persona, proceeding in summo jure, jus regium, in law, neither conferring nor consenting to any foreign jurisdiction, except of the judicial Power of Arizona and/or the united States of America, and as such willfully enforces all constitutional limitations and prohibitions respectively on all government agencies when confronted by them. TO PETITION and respectfully move the Yavapai Superior Court to expedite Court ordered in home studies and background checks by order of the court to DES.


On March 4, 1996 within page 3 of said orders the court ordered in home studies, which include background checks, to be performed by competent authorities towards both Petitioner and Respondent. The court guaranteed that these studies would be conducted as a determining factor as evidence in the determination of custody issues.


The studies and checks were not performed to date and custody issues were decided without the reports being provided or any substantive reports being provided by any competent authorities towards both Petitioner and Respondent.


Pleadings, Affidavits and current disclosures as to criminal histories and drug abuse currently on the record within this case require out of consideration for due diligence,  immediate, comprehensive and competent reports being provided by established authorities towards both Petitioner and Respondent.


On March 4, 1996 the court guaranteed these studies would be conducted prior to custody determinations of which the court is in breech of this assurance.


Recently I was contacted by a representative of the Arizona Department of Economic Security (DES) who stated that their agency would expediently provide inhome studies and associated background checks on both Petitioner and Respondent and make the reports available to the court via a court order to do so.


DES in March of 1996 would have provided the same prior to any issues having been decided by the court regarding custody.


In light of Respondent’s constant showing of denial or consideration for Petitioner’s rights, consistent perjury through affidavits to obtain fraudulent orders of protection to damage Petitioner, her prior denial of her own criminal background and then her admitting of criminal background,   her prior denial of severe drug abuse and then her admitting of severe drug abuse,  demonstrates a highly unstable and a possible mentally unbalanced individual who’s credibility as to truthfulness, motives and statements can only be, within all prudence,   seriously questioned and looked at as being predominately not trustworthy and possible criminally dangerous.   


The credible and verified reports with recommendations after evidentiary findings offered to be conducted and provided by DES via being presented with the court order guaranteed on 3-04-96 for inhome studies and associated background checks are essential to be on the record in determining the evidentiary truth for considerations by the court in all respects pertaining to the primary car giver of the child in question.  


Without said reports and recommendations being provided to the court, the court has no credible professional evidence to gauge determination of custody in this case and in most probability without said reports and recommendations being given, this lack of standard evidentiary findings could allow for and in most probability lead to the endangerment of the child. 


Therefore Petitioner requests that the in home studies and associated background checks promised by the court on 3-04-96 be expedited and conducted by DES by order of the court.
