COMES NOW,   Private  Arizona Citizen Walter J. Burien, Jr., TO NOTICE and respectfully move the Yavapai Superior Court to expedite correction of court minutes of January 9, 1997.


In support of this Notice and request to expedite correction,  Petitioner states the following;


Within the court minutes of January 9, 1997 it states: 


“ Petitioner requests the Respondent to give five (5) day notice if she is moving within the state,  and thirty (30) day notice of she is moving out of state,”.   This is in error.


In regards to this issue, Petitioner’s request is the same as stated within Petitioner’s Order to Show Cause signed by Judge Brutinel on December 20, 1996 and as repeated by Petitioner on January 9, 1997, and is as follows:


“That Robin Jill Arrowwood be ordered to not leave the Territorial Boundaries of Arizona and to provide the court and petitioner  5 days in advance, with properly served written notification of any intended change of physical residency location as well as 30 days in advance with properly served written notification of  intended new physical residency location if the change of residency would be outside of the county of Yavapai.”





The request for  correction and subsequent Order are urged to be expedited for the following reasons:


Respondent has moved with Petitioner’s child on four occasions (without leaving a forwarding address until found by Petitioner) in an attempt to hide from the court and Petitioner.


Respondent is currently under Court Order of 3/04/96 not to leave the State of Arizona.





Petitioner additionally responds for clarification of his request as follows,:





1.  That if  Respondent plans to move within the County of Yavapai, from; 1805 Beverly St., Chino Valley, AZ 86323,  that she serve the Court and Petitioner,  five (5) days in advance,  with written notice and to do the same for any subsequent moves within Yavapai County.





2.  That if  Respondent plans to move outside of  the County of Yavapai, from; 1805 Beverly St., Chino Valley, AZ 86323,  that she serve the Court and Petitioner,  thirty (30) days in advance,  with written notice and to do the same for any subsequent moves outside of  Yavapai County.





3. That the standing Order of the Court, is reaffirmed by the Court that,  Respondent shall not leave the Territorial Boundaries of Arizona with Petitioner’s child.
