COMES NOW, Private  Arizona Citizen Walter J. Burien, Jr., TO Request emergency expedition from the court in quashing of any Order denying visitation signed based on Respondent’s filings of March 20, 1997.


Petitioner was denied scheduled visitation with his child on March 22nd and 23rd, 1997.


Respondent in her motions of March 20, 1997 references Sgt. Reed of the Prescott Police Department.  Attached and marked exhibit (A) is a cassette  taped recording of the only conversation held between this Petitioner and Sgt. Reed this year which took place at approximately 10 a.m. on March 20th, 1997.  


Additionally contained on exhibit (A) is a second conversation  which is the conversation referenced by Respondent that took place between Petitioner and Respondent at approximately 1:00 p.m. on March 19th, 1997.


Upon the hopeful expedient review of both conversations contained within exhibit (A)  by the court,  the comments made by Respondent within her motions of March 20th, 1997 are clear evidence of Respondent’s attempted and calculated criminal diatribe to further damage this Petitioner’s good character, denied protection from this father to his daughter and to criminally mislead the court as to the Respondent’s true intent and character.  


It is evidenced from and within exhibit (A) that the words used by Respondent within her filings of March 20th, 1997 such as “delusional and paranoid behavior” “is becoming increasingly irrational” “is feeling increasingly desperate” “has run out of legal arguments and avenues to pursue” “in recognition of the child’s right to safety from immediate serious danger” “complete a Psychiatric Exam and Evaluation” are  accurate mirror image references to the Respondent in this case and not the Petitioner.


Petitioner is aware of the fact that on Friday March 7, 1997 at 11:30 a.m. that Charley Lewis, who resides at 1805 Beverly St., Chino Valley and of which Respondent resided with since December 15, 1996, called the central intake number of  CPS 1(888) SOS-CHILD to report the child abuse that Robin Arrowwood was continuously inflicting on my child and her older daughter Lindsey. 


I became aware of the report to CPS the evening of March 7th, 1997  when Mr. Lewis called me out of concern and consideration of myself being the father of the child.  I subsequently for the first time in person talked to Mr. Lewis and his girl friend. What I was told and that was also told to the central intake of CPS was that Robin Arrowwood was an unfit mother and should not be allowed to have children. This view was also expressed by the neighbors of Mr. Lewis who had exposure to Ms. Arrowwood.  The statements made by Mr. Lewis to CPS, and as can be confirmed by CPS was that “Ms. Arrowwood was in need of  immediate psychological help”, “that she was a danger to her children”, that he had witnessed on numerous occasions Ms. Arrowwood drag our daughter  by the arm across the floor screaming,  let her wear diapers all day long where he or his girl friend would, out of concern for my daughter, change her diapers which occasionally weighed 5 lbs from the waste accumulated, that she feed her rancid food or liquids from bottles that were unsanitary containing mold or fungus from not being cleaned,  that she took both of her children out late in the evening for all night party episodes when the children had high fevers, that he had asked an individual by the name of Mike who frequently visited Ms. Arrowwood since she had moved into Mr. Lewis’s house,  to leave his house, being that on several occasions Ms. Arrowwood and this individual were smoking speed all night long in the small bed room where both of Ms. Arrowwood’s children were sleeping and being exposed to second hand smoke from the narcotic.  


The people who lived with Ms. Arrowwood for the last four months in Chino Valley, Arizona witnessed the same unstable, abusive and psychologically dangerous mentality of Ms. Arrowwood that I as the Petitioner to this case have witnessed from shortly after my first encounter with Ms. Arrowwood and as attested to  from the affidavits produced from the prior neighbors of Ms. Arrowwood from Prescott,  Terry & Rita Winstel and Harold Dunning.


I would like to specifically address the reference to S.W.A.T. that Ms. Arrowwood made. Upon investigation from myself  on Sunday, March 23, 1997 and inquirery to Pt. Alabrando of the Prescott Police, Mr. Alabrando informed me that within a 15 minute phone conversation between he and myself that took place at approximately 7 p.m. on March 19, 1997,  he thought that I said at one point in the conversation that “ my back was to the wall and I was expecting to fight of a S.W.A.T. team”   and that out of due diligence he mentioned that to other police officers at the station.  I, upon hearing that on Sunday afternoon from officer Alabrando who admitted he was very tired the night of March 19, 1997 when listening to my comments,  I informed him that what I would have said and did say was that I was extremely distraught that my child was being exposed to a dangerous and unhealthy environment under Ms. Arrowwood’s control and that nothing was being done about it of any consequence and that I wished there was some way for my child to be protected. I then stated, which was misconstrued by officer Alabrando, that “ if I took the initiative to put my child into protective custody that I would have to fight off a S.W.A.T. team that would be immediately sent after me, of which I did not want to do that”.    I at that point after clarifying my misconstrued comments asked officer Alabrando to secure a copy of the recorded conversation from the outgoing Police tape and listen to my comments  for clarification of what he mistakenly thought I implied and of which Ms. Arrowwood heard repeated via hearsay on March 20, 1997


I bring to the courts attention that the conversation between Ms. Arrowwood and myself on March 19, 1997 contained on exhibit (A)  motivated her pleadings dated March 19, 1997 which were subsequently overwritten and changed to March 20, 1997 and the hearsay regarding the misconstrued S.W.A.T. comment generated her diatribe within the pleading dated March 20, 1997 in which the date is not overwritten. 


I have always maintained myself throughout my life in a law abiding, fair and comprehensive demeanor.  This case and lack of remedy available to rectify my  serious concern for my daughter  have severely damaged my personal and professional life as well as in “reality” exposed my child to unnecessary hardship and danger.


Ms. Arrowwood’s consistent diatribe since the inception of this case is persuasive and credible only through and from the foundation of  her paranoid schizophrenic contrived lies and misrepresentations.





THEREFORE  Petition requests that any order denying visitation to this father be expediently quashed and that the court strongly considers immediate action on the additional requests filed by this Petitioner on this date in the interests and for the safty of Petitioner’s daughter.
