COMES NOW, Private judicial Power Arizona Citizen Walter J. Burien, Jr., a New  Jersey natural born white adult man as one of the Citizens of the several states of the Union, hereby makes a special appearance, in Propria Persona, proceeding in summo jure, jus regium, in law, neither conferring nor consenting to any foreign jurisdiction, except of the judicial Power of Arizona and/or the united States of America, and as such willfully enforces all constitutional limitations and prohibitions respectively on all government agencies when confronted by them. TO PETITION and compel the court to deny Respondent’s motion to strike and go forward with the review hearing as scheduled for Friday, November 15, 1996, at 9:30 a.m.


In support of this request the Petitioner states the following.


1. The Respondent and Respondent’s and Petitioner’s common child have an established residency of Maricopa County after residing there for over six months as specified by State and County statute.  Respondent thinks that if she moves to a new location when confronted by possible contempt orders from a court with jurisdiction,  that she will no longer be responsible or accountable to that court.   If Respondent and the common child maintain in Yavapai county at this point for four more months, they will have reestablished residency as specified by State and County statute. Currently jurisdiction in this matter maintains with the  Maricopa County Court.


2.  Petitioner has for the last five months,  actively searched for a house to purchase in the Tempe/Mesa area of Maricopa County and as of September of 1996 Petitioner has applied for his VA loan guarantee of $36,000.00 which allows for up to a $140,000.00 purchase. Petitioner has the full intent of establishing residency in Maricopa County upon closing. In the event Petitioner is awarded custody of his daughter, she also will maintain her residency in Maricopa County.


3. Petitioner shortly after filing his action in 1995 with the Yavapai Superior court witnessed the effect of unethical and flagrant political influence peddling  being exerted to bias and prejudice Petitioner’s action and in effect led to, in all practical terms,  the kidnapping of Petitioner’s child.  As of today’s date Petitioner has seen his child for ten minutes, has never had control or the ability to influence  his child’s environment and has witnessed the perpetuation of this circumstance by the Yavapai Superior Court contrary to fact and moral principal with evident  political influence being exerted to the past, present and probable future reckless endangerment of Petitioner’s child being at stake.  Ms. Arrowwood’s sister,  a Kathy L. Harrer (Thompkins),  is the owner of the Libertarian News Paper of Phoenix  and one of thirty three Presidential electorates as listed on the most recent Arizona Voters ballet. The influence peddling exerted and accomplished contrary to the facts, law and ethics by Ms. Harrer and her accomplices, such as Sam Steiger who through their efforts have caused significant damage, harassment and intimidation  to Petitioner, Petitioner’s witnesses,  his case and in most probability has lead to a sub standard and possibly dangerous environment for  Petitioner’s child.   The inappropriate activities witnessed by Petitioner, to date,  in Yavapai County has led Petitioner to file a Public Notice with the Yavapai Recorders office on October 28, 1996, Book 3301, Page 722-724 calling for the removal and prosecution of the Government employed individuals, known to Petitioner to date,  involved with willful cooperation with constructive fraud to the detriment of Petitioner, Petitioner’s witnesses and Petitioner’s child.  The Yavapai Court has ignored this Public Notice and  openly stated that the following submittals to the court were meaningless and would not be considered; A. The Affidavit of: Terry Winstel - filed with the Yavapai Court 10-03-95   B.  The Affidavit of: Harold A. Dunning - filed with the Yavapai Court 04-01-96     C.  The Affidavit of: Robert Locket - filed with the Yavapai Court 06-17-96  D.  The Affidavit of: Vicki L. Tisch - filed with the Yavapai Court 06-21-96   E. The letter of: Peggy S. Cameron - filed with the Yavapai Court 6-21-96     F.  The letter of: Mary Ault - Program Administrator (DES) - filed 6-21-96   G. Petitioner’s: POST MOTION FOR RECONSIDERATION WITH OFFICIAL NOTICE - filed with the Yavapai Court 5-10-96.    All of which were provided to the Maricopa court previously and are herein incorporated by reference.      


4.)  Mr. Karow mentions in his motion to strike,  that the scheduled hearing is not the best use of the Court’s time.  This statement by Mr. Karow is contrary to fact, moral principal and ethics.  Whereas I have witnessed the blatant breach of ethics, law and moral principle in Yavapai County, IN THE ALTERNATIVE I HAVE WITNESSED THE ATTEMPT TO EXERCISE HIGH STANDARDS AND ADHERENCE TO FAIRNESS AND LAW COMING FROM THE MARICOPA COUNTY COURT TO DATE.


	WHEREFORE, the Petitioner respectfully moves this Honorable court, Judge Roberts to deny Respondent’s Motion to Strike and to proceed with the hearing as scheduled with the best interests of  Petitioner’s child’s present and future safty and health in mind.
