Dear Mr. West:





On January 10th, 1998 at 3 p.m. I met with Robin Arrowwood and my child and Ms. Arrowwood’s older daughter Nicky at JB’s Restaurant where we had a bite to eat.   After eating we went to my residence and watched some videos for about an hour then went out to the movies to see The Postman.  I then dropped off  Ms. Arrowwood and the children at the side entrance to the Holiday Lodge at about 9 p.m. . The visitation went without incident.  It was also agreed at that time between Ms. Arrowwood and myself that I would see my daughter again on Thursday January 15th, 1998 and that Ms. Arrowwood would call me on Wednesday January 14th, 1998 to arrange for the meeting the following day.  Ms. Arrowwood did not call that Wednesday, so I called and reached her the following day, Thursday at where she works.  She told me that she was to busy the prior day to call me and we at that time agreed to meet at 6 p.m. on the side of  the Holiday Lodge. I informed her that I would be doing a service call on a copier at 5:30 p.m. and if I was going to be late that I would call.   At 5:55 p.m. I was still on the service call and had my client, Frank Read, the maintenance supervisor for the Prescott School district,  call the Holiday Lodge to tell Ms. Arrowwood that I would be there at 6:20 p.m..  Mr. Read received no answer at Ms. Arrowwood’s supposed room when the call was transferred by the manager, Chuck, so Mr. Read instructed chuck to look outside around the side of the office where Ms. Arrowwood and children were to be picked up and relay the message. Chuck the manager said she was not there.   I arrived at the Holiday Lodge at 6:20 p.m. and Ms. Arrowwood and children were not there. I drove on both sides of the building and honked my horn several times.  Many residents looked out there windows from both sides of the building, but no Ms. Arrowwood.  I then went at 6:30 p.m. to the pay phone across the street from the office and called Ms. Arrowwood’s supposed room.  No answer.  I waited until 6:40 p.m. then went back home.  From 6:50 p.m. until 8 p.m. I tried calling three more times to reach Ms. Arrowwood at her supposed room at the Holiday Lodge and there was no answer.





Today at 11:15 a.m. I called and reached Ms. Arrowwood at Moores Laundry where she works and she said she was there at 6 p.m. waited until 6:20 and then went back to her room.  It is my impression that upon receiving the message from Chuck at 6 p.m. that she then intentionally canceled the visitation and did not take my calls or was never there to begin with.





During my conversation today with Ms. Arrowwood she agreed to meet again this evening at 5 p.m. at the same location as yesterday.  I told her to call me when she was ready to be picked up and I would come right over and  do so.  She said she would meet me there but not call.  I insisted that she call based on the results from the previous evening. She hung up the phone at that time.    I will try to reach her by phone at 4:55 p.m. and be there at 5 p.m.. If she is not there I will leave after 15 minutes.  





Please ask the court to quickly assign by order,  setting times and a meeting  location which will deter the games Ms. Arrowwood continues to play towards obstructing my contact with my daughter and which will establish liability for her conduct.  Ms. Arrowwood does have access to a car but she wants me to pick her up and drop her off at the Holiday Lodge. That is OK with  me. One note though, Ms. Arrowwood has instructed Chuck, the manager of the Holiday Lodge that if I call that he is not to put my calls through to her but to direct the call to a vacant room and last year when I went to the Holiday Lodge for scheduled court ordered visitation with  a civil standby from the Prescott Police, she had the manager give me a trespass warning to the officer that was accompanying me. The trespass warning is still in effect.
