Petitioner / Father, Sui-Juris hereby submits the following MOTION for a signed order of the court  for continuation of the hearing(s) set for January 26th 2006 at 1:30 PM and reschedule this hearing(s) to a date at least 15 days forward from that date.

I.

Factual Background.



DeeAn Gillespie on November 23rd 2005 filed with the court a motion to withdraw from case number DR2000-090543 of which Petitioner received a copy thereof on January 10th 2006. No other documentation relevant to this case was received or sent to Petitioner by any party since the 23rd of November. Walter J. Burien, Jr. became aware of the fact on January 18th 2006 that Respondent through council filed an EMERGENCY MOTION for ORDER TO SHOW CAUSE / APPEAR; change of custody, to sole custody of the children / supervised visitation and the court granted her request on an emergency basis by signed order of the court on December 21st 2005. Petitioner has yet to see Respondent’s motion or the signed order of the court to reply thereto and has learned as of this date that a hearing was set for 01/26/06 per this matter. Petitioner requires time to receive this court paperwork, review it, and respond to the court regarding Respondent’s filings in this matter. On 01/18/06, Petitioner asked DeeAn Gillespie via phone call if supervised visitation was in effect and he was told no. Judge Anderson’s secretary said that “yes, since 12/21/05” that supervised visitation was in place by signed order of the court with no specifics per said visitation outlined. Petitioner can not rely on Ms. Gillespie on “ANY” matter especially per the court and custody / the safety of his children John and Gloria.

III. Courts prior findings per visitation 

Visitation was scheduled for alternating weekends. It is my understanding through verbal disclosures made from the office of Judge Anderson that an order WAS signed for supervised visitation with the father and children. The father is compelled at this time to maintain his New Jersey residency and will notify the court when and if he returns to Arizona. He does require phone contact with his children several times per week under a NON HOSTILE environment exerted by the Fullers. Petitioner attempted at first availability on January 16th to talk with his son John and Daughter Gloria for the first time since November 23rd 2005 only to have Darlene Fuller and then Pete Fuller take over the phone making slanderous derogatory and threatening remarks in front of the children to and against the father. Since that date, the father has tried several times to speak with his children or their mother to no avail and was confronted with ether a hostile Darlene or Pete Fuller on the phone.  Additionally, the father has tried to reach JOHN L. POPILEK, P.C. over the last “two years” and no calls were accepted or returned to the father from JOHN L. POPILEK, P.C. in that time period. 
III. The need for a signed Order of the court per 

 



The father concedes the Court’s decision regarding granting through emergency order(s) on December 21st 2005 were required due to negative circumstances effecting and overhanging the father. Said circumstances are still in effect but may improve greatly in the very near future. Petitioner does need to see the paper work / reports / communications that led to the ORDER TO SHOW CAUSE filed by the respondent and the subsequent granting by the court of requested orders submitted by Respondent.
Wishes of the parent: 

Mr. Burien wishes to respond to this action upon; review and maintain / re-attain custody of his son John as soon as possible with visitation in place also with his daughter Gloria by signed ORDER of the court. For the reasons set forth herein, Petitioner requests an order of the court be signed expediently and without delay continuing the hearing set for 01/26/06 to a date appropriate that will allow for proper response time to and for Petitioner to receive; review; respond and appear at hearing to this action(s) presented by Respondent; and an ORDER of the court so that Petitioner, the father of John and Gloria can contact his children by phone at 6 PM and or 10 AM on Saturdays, Sundays, and Wednesdays; and that  JOHN L. POPILEK, P.C. make and maintain phone contact with this Petitioner, Walter J. Burien, Jr.
