1. Walter to plead guilty to 3rd degree alluding

2. No further jail time

3. Traffic Tickets (all) from 11/23/05 will be dismissed (East Brunswick and South River)

4. Hollow Point bullet charge dismissed

5. Probation, in most liklyhood of 1 year (Probation can be transferred out of NJ)

6. All property taken for safe keeping on 11/23/05 at the request of Walter Burien by East Brunswick Police (FEG 9mm, nylon holster, clips, carry lock case, ammunition, firearms ID card) as now requested by Walter Burien, will be returned at this time via insured UPS shipment to: Maricopa County Sheriff’s Office, Deputy Phil Hayes #895, Firearm Training Instructor, 16311 W. Grand Avenue, Surprise, Arizona 85374 (letter from Deputy Hayes dated 07/25/06 on file with the Court) The UPS charge for shipping with $600 insurance coverage and tracking, upon shipment through UPS shall be presented by the Middlesex County Prosecutors Office for reimbursement of said shipping charges to: Walter Burien, P. O. Box 42, East Brunswick, NJ 08816

7. Record of charge(s) from 11/23/05 will be expunged after five years from that date.

8. Restitution is acknowledged by the court to the damaged party from the event of 11/23/05, the borough of South River in the amount of $37.50 (damaged stop sign) was paid in full by Walter Burien.

9. It is acknowledged by the court for the purpose of DYFS notification, that Walter Burien’s son John Joseph Burien as noted in the East Brunswick Police reports was not injured from the event of 11/23/05.

10. Walter will submit to DNA testing, pay certain fees, of which will amount to under $300

11. Walter will pay a monthly probation fee set by the court at somewhere between $5 and $25 per month.
