Additionally, pleased be advised that the financials noted on any application that I submitted for legal assistance (Public Defender), was grossly inaccurate. The questions asked on these applications were not understood by me, and for all intents and purposes should be discarded.

First and foremost, I thought I was being asked what assets “might” I be entitled to, and not what assets I own. My sole asset that I “own” is my 1978 Southwind Motor Home, which in 2002 I acquired via a totaled title transfer with payment of $750. The market value at best if sold would be $1500.00. I cannot sell it being that as I await action(s) per charges levied against me, I am living out of my Motor Home, and if I lost it, I would be homeless. 

Prior to November 23rd 2005, when charges were levied against me due to an event that occurred on that day, I and my son were on public assistance, TANF food stamps and cash assistance from the Middlesex County office of Social Services, case number CO 76038 since October of 2005. The County did a: “Verified” review of my finances and holdings. 

Being that I was refused legal aid or a public defender, which for all intents and purposes based on “reality”, and my financial condition as already verified by the county under CO 76038 and not conjecture, I qualified for but was denied any legal aid from the State. A friend from California assisted in obtaining and paying an attorney, a Marco Larocca. This gesture to get legal council was done being that I could not, nor the County would not. Mr. Laracca was hired for a bail reduction hearing now completed and upon his withdraw, I will be without legal council.

I do request the assistance of a public defender, upon the imminent withdraw of Mr. Laracca. If I am denied legal assistance, said denial WILL BE for other reasons other than my very poor financial condition at this time or as verified by Middlesex County Social Services. As of the end of this week, I will not be able to afford gas of heating propane for my Motor Home, nor let alone return to my residential address in Arizona as I await some form of action per outstanding charges levied against me here in the County of Middlesex, representing the State of New Jersey.
