STATEMENT 

Of: Debbie C. Burien (Watton)

March 17th  2000

1.) On 12/06/99, I had a heated argument with my husband, Walter J. Burien, Jr. at our home and he asked me to leave and go to my mother’s house or my best friend Jennifer’s  house to “get out of his face”. I told him I was going to Jennifer’s house for a week, called and had Jennifer pick me up, and I left. My husband kept our son, John Joseph Burien, DOB 7/08/99 with him at our home. I did not go to Jennifer’s house but instead had Jennifer bring me to the Prescott Woman’s Shelter.

2.) A person by the name of Nora Olivas from Lake Havasu who I knew very casually from camping had come to Prescott on 12/07/99 upon hearing that I was having problems with my husband. She said she would help get my son back. Nora took me from the Woman’s Shelter and we took out a Hotel Room at the Motel 8 in Prescott Valley. I was not aware at that time that Ms. Olivas was state certified under Com Care for over ten years as being diagnosed a severe manic depressive, and paranoid schizophrenic and that she had a court order not to have any contact with her own children until they turned 18 years of age.  When I filed out the request for the order of  protection Nora Olivas dictated to me what I should put down stating that this is what would be necessary to “Make Walter’s life a living hell and get the judge to approve the order of protection”. I followed Ms. Olivas’s instructions not being in a state of mind at that time to realize what was being done, my only thought was to get my son.

3.) On 12/07/99 at about 4 pm, Nora Olivas drove me to the Prescott Police Station and  I spoke with an Officer Tom Alibrando of the Prescott Police and asked him how to get my son from his father and in to my possession. He told me to file for an Order of Protection and list my son on the request for the order, and that when the order was signed by the judge, to bring it back to the police station and that they will do the rest. I had no intention of filing for an order of protection but did so at Officer Alibrando’s instructions to get my son back.

4.) After the order of protection was signed on 12/08/99, I went to the Prescott Police station and showed the order of protection to two detectives who came to talk to me, a Detective Shane Reed and Detective Martinez. They told me to wait in the conference room and they would make a plan to get my son. Detective Reed came back and told me that he would make a call to my husband and get him to come to the police station to get my son “out of his hands” .  I was present when detective Reed called my husband. Detective Reed got my husbands answering machine and left a message. At that time detective Reed got a call on his police radio from detective Martinez that my husband and son were at Stockmans Bank. Detective Reed told me to wait at the Police Station and that he would be back with my son. About 30 minutes later Detective Reed returned with my son, gave my son to me and both Detective Reed and Martinez told me that my husband was dangerous and I should immediately leave the state of Arizona with my son. I then left with Nora Olivas to her apartment in Lake Havasu City. I stayed in Lake Havasu for a week and then moved to Salome, Arizona and went to Lake Havasu City with Nora on a few occasions.  On 12/09/99 Nora placed a telephone call from Lake Havasu City to detective Shane Reed. Detective Reed told her that my husband had a contract hit out on me over the internet to “have me taken out of the picture”. He also told her that my husband was hiding large quantities of guns and explosives in a mine around Ashfork, AZ. I found out several months latter that what was told Nora was a total fabrication on the part of detective Reed and Martinez.

5.) On December 26th 1999, Nora Olivas drove to Salome, AZ and picked and brought me back to Lake Havasu City for a day. She informed me that my husband had requested a hearing on the order of protection and there was a hearing held on 12/15/99. She had with her a letter she had drafted and composed for submittal to the court and asked me to sign it. I signed the letter and Nora sent it by mail to the court.  About one week later Judge Hinsen’s secretary reached me by phone in Lake Havasu City and told me that the letter submitted by Nora to the court dated 12/27/99, that I signed must be in my hand writing and that I should write a new letter in my hand writing and date it 12/27/99 and send it to the court. I wrote a letter at Nora Olivas’s dictation, in my own hand writing that day in the beginning of January.  I  mailed the letter to judge Hinsen’s office as requested by the judge’s secretary.

6.) On January 6th 2000, I was served with notice of a court hearing set before judge Kiger on 1/07/00 at 8:30 am. 

7.) On January 7th 2000, at about 8 a.m. I called judge Kiger’s office and spoke with his secretary. I told her that I could be to the court 3 p.m. that day for a hearing. She told me to hold while she checked with judge Kiger. When she came back to the phone she told me Judge Kiger said 3 p.m. would be to late and I did not have to go to court. 

8.) On or about January 8th 2000 the Lake Havasu Police moved me from Lake Havasu to Parker, Arizona. The Lake Havasu Police said they were in constant contact with detective Shane Reed and Martinez of the Prescott Police, and that they were expecting my husband to come to Lake Havasu City at any time, they just did not know when. I asked them what they would do if my husband came to Lake Havasu and they told me they would enjoy arresting him. 

9.) On or around February 8th 2000, I moved from Parker to Yuma, Arizona 

10.) On February 14th 2000 I called and spoke with my husband by phone for the first time since December 6th 1999. I found out at that time the bad things I was being told about my husband by the Prescott Police and Nora Olivas was not true.

11.) On February 28th 2000, my husband picked up our son from Yuma, Arizona. 

12.) On March 1st 2000, I left Yuma and returned to Prescott, Arizona.
