Petitioner, hereinafter the Father, submits the following MEMORANDUM - ORDER OF THE COURT FOR VISITATION ON: 07/11/12; with his son John Joseph Burien age 12, with good cause;

1. Petitioner submitted to the court a request for Summer Visitation with his son John Joseph Burien starting as of Saturday, June 2nd 2012 and ending Sunday, August 26th 2012 or in the alternative a hearing set. The request was originally filed May 12th 2012 but was deficient of a fee and bounced back to be refilled and was inevitably docketed on 05/23/12.

2. The court then set a hearing: Resolution Management Conference Set for August 16th 2012 at 4 PM to address the issue of the requested Summer Visitation and other issues. Being that 08/16/12 is nearly at the end of the summer, petitioner’s request for this year’s summer visitation per that issue is thus mute.

3. The mother Debbie Watton has in the past had problems with alcohol and drug abuse as confirmed by her recent conviction for extreme DUI / DRUGS  (Petitioner’s EXHIBIT (CR) – 4 pages – filed with his original request for Summer visitation). Additionally, she has shown contempt for orders of the court in the past. In fact the mother fled with the child in December of 1999 recklessly endangering the child as she went on a daily rampage of drug and alcohol abuse resulting in sole custody of the child being granted TO THE FATHER ON 04/21/00 by Judge Barbara Mundell to the father who had sole custody of his son from April 2000 until December 2005 when custody of the child reverted back to the mother. When the father had custody of his son he always availed the mother to open and liberal access to the child. Since January 2006 the mother has shown true contempt for the father in not allowing the father to see his son nor has she provided any information on the child’s schooling or health. The child is now 12-years old and will be 13-years old on July 8th 2012.

4. Petitioner, the father will be in Prescott, AZ on July 11th 2012.  For the benefit of the court and the child in determining the parents of the child ability to comply with a simple and basic order of the court, Petitioner requests a visit with his son John Joseph Burien on July 11th 2012 from 2 PM to 6 PM. Exchange of the child can take place in the lobby of the Prescott Police Station. If the mother does not comply with this basic and simple order of the court, she will confirm her contempt for an, or any order of the court.


Petitioner THEREFORE, requests that this ORDER for visitation submitted on 06/23/12, as requested be timely granted.

This matter having come before the Court through Petitioner’s MEMORANDUM - ORDER OF THE COURT FOR VISITATION ON: 07/11/12; and with good cause apparent; IT IS HEREBY ORDERED that;
